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PER CURIAM.
We affirm Ernesto Santiago-Robles's convictions, finding no error. However, we
remand the matter to correct the judgment relating to Count Ill. The judgment should

reflect that in Count Ill, Robles was convicted of lewd or lascivious exhibition.

AFFIRMED and REMANDED FOR CORRECTION OF JUDGMENT.
